Working together internationally has never been more important

From … to Everyone:


In 1994, the UN called for a change from military security to human security. The military can help with humanitarian relief, but the non-military have to work together with policies for peace, reconciliation, and addressing the problems of humanity.

I see two different paths that military must take to address climate change. The defense complexes of the world MUST reduce its impact on climate change. And, they must, at the same time, find ways to build their own resiliency to respond to climate related crisis.

We don't want to end up with the military running the world.

I've always felt that governments should include the cost of veteran care in their base calculations and determinations whether/how to engage in conflict. I now see that long term economic impacts also need to be a part of those base  calculations and decisions.

The UK climate strategy does not include military or defence.

From … to Everyone:

In Ukraine, two UNESCO Biosphere Reserves - one comprised of unique steppe habitat, the other along the Black Sea where 120,000 bird over winter, are now under threat, as well as  8 nature reserves, 17 national parks and 900 nature monuments (one-fifth of Ukraine’s protected areas, 600 animal species and 750 plant species are in occupied territory).  Also, when the sequestered carbon stored in the forests around Chernobyl are burned, the carbon they release is radioactive (some of which has a half-life of 25000 years).  Beyond the human impacts, the land is so degraded that it will not recover easily once war is over, but will be subject to invasive species, disrupted ecosystem functions, etc. It is estimated that it will take multiple decades  to recover.
